Groundwork:  
An Invitation to a Holy Lent 

 
Dear Friends, 
Jesus' invitation is to come and follow Him. From the middle of the first century, this call has included a 
time set aside for formation in the Christian life. We call this season Lent, when the days gradually 
lengthen, and we have the wonderful opportunity to renew our relationship with God.  We journey with 
Jesus towards Jerusalem in these forty days of Lent, beginning with Ash Wednesday, a day to remember 
with humility that we are but dust, and to dust we shall return. 
  
We come from the ground, earth creatures made of flesh and bone, but we are also born in the Spirit 
through our baptism.  And while we seek to share in the journey of Holy Week with our Savior, 
witnessing his death upon the cross, we also await with joyful anticipation the new life that awaits each of 
us through Christ's resurrection on Easter.   
 
Groundwork beckons as we prepare for Holy Week and Easter.  Just as your garden needs some digging 
to be glorious in bloom, so do our souls need nurturing through worship and prayer, and new attempts to 
read and understand the Bible.  
 
Lent 2006 can be a time not just of personal renewal, but can also serve as a time to “dig deeper” about 
who we are as a faith community in New Providence.  Who is God calling us to be as the church of St. 
Andrew's? What is our mission in this place and in this time? Our Thursday night program offered this 
Lent is formulated to give us a chance to discuss these questions on both a personal and community level.

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The level of dedication, commitment and hard 
work by so many volunteers in our parish has 
been very visible to the members of the church 
community during the past few weeks. At our 
45th Annual Meeting on January 29, Eileen 
Walsh, David Waite, David Hannaford and 
David Morris were presented with engraved 
prayer books in recognition of their service to the 
vestry.  These individuals played an integral role 
in bringing St. Andrew’s to where we are today 
versus where the parish stood three years ago.  It 
is difficult to put into words the level of respect 
and gratitude I have for them.   
 
At the annual meeting, a resolution was passed 
to increase the size of the vestry from nine plus 
two wardens to twelve plus two wardens; as a 
result six new vestry persons were elected. I was 
incredibly impressed at the meeting for new 
vestry members by the talented, diverse, 
dedicated group of individuals joining the vestry.  
I was struck by the fact that collectively they 
represent over 175 years of St. Andrew’s history!  
This will be a tremendous asset to vestry as we 
continue to respect our past while looking 
forward to the future that is calling us. 
 
After a period of transition, St. Andrew’s now 
enters into what we all hope will be a long period 
of stability and growth.  Our new rector has 
worked tirelessly since joining St. Andrew’s last 
August to review the overall condition of our 
parish.  Peggy, the wardens, and vestry all look 
forward to further strengthening the church for 
the benefit of our entire community. 
 
As the new vestry year begins, there are many 
challenges to face.  We must continue to work 
towards the goal of financial stability and 
soundness for the parish, and a number of 
initiatives are already underway to help us 
accomplish that goal.  A finance committee has 
been formed to advise the vestry on financial 
matters, and a recently formed fundraising 

committee has already met several times to 
develop new ideas designed to enhance the 
financial condition of our church.  We continue to 
try to generate interest in the rental of the carriage 
house apartment and hope to have it rented as 
soon as possible.   
 
We must also continue working toward the 
critical goal of improving the interdependent 
relationship between the school and church.  
Recommendations developed by the strategic 
planning committee for the school have been 
presented to the vestry and school board and 
many of these actions have already been initiated.  
Achievement of these goals will provide a firm 
foundation for the next era at St. Andrew’s, one 
where we will grow together as a parish.  
 
For those of you who attended the wonderful 
Open House on February 11, I am certain you felt 
that today St. Andrew’s is well positioned to grow 
and thrive as a parish. Critical to this collective 
goal will be the attraction of new members, who 
together with our existing members will continue 
to support an already dynamic and cohesive 
spiritual community.  The Open House was an 
amazing reminder of all that we have to offer to 
our community, of the welcoming atmosphere we 
foster, and of our love for St. Andrew’s and each 
other. 
 
May God be with all of us as we embark on what 
I sincerely hope will be a successful and enjoy-
able year.

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Last fall I was asked to stand up in church and tell the 
congregation, “Why St. Andrew’s is important to 
me”. I decided to record some of my thoughts. I have 
a brain that is always asking questions so I’m going 
to give it free reign on paper. For starters, “Why do 
some of us feel a need to go to church?” When I 
think of my own family – I have a brother and a sister 
and Hilton has one brother --- all five of us were 
taken to Sunday school as children but only two of us 
have felt being part of a church is an important part 
of life. 
 
Did finding St. Andrew’s help us feel that way? I 
think so. 
 
We stepped into St. Andrew’s for the 
first time over forty years ago. We were 
so young! Hilton had just graduated from 
Wharton business school and gotten a 
job in New York. After we got settled in 
New Providence we thought it was time 
to look for a church. St. Andrew’s was as 
far as we got --we never felt a need to 
look any further. 
 
I was thinking the other day there is one 
experience we all have in common. We 
all stepped into St. Andrew’s for the first time at 
some point. And I still remember my first 
impressions. Some of them may be why we never felt 
it necessary to church shop. 
 
When we arrived at St. Andrew’s in the fall of 1963 
it was even more evident then, than it is today, that 
this church was once a house. The parish hall hadn’t 
been built yet. I remember thinking as I looked down 
the aisle of the church --- which was once the living 
room --- to the new stone wall and the cross at the 
front and thinking, “This is so right! This is God’s 
house and God’s family is worshiping in God’s 
house.” I loved the glass doors that let you see God’s 
world and the windows that opened so we could hear 
the birds sing. The red pews were a happy surprise 
(not too comfortable but bright and cheerful ---they 
were once painted an even brighter red). The 
fieldstone wall at the front of the church has always 

been a favorite of mine. It reminds me that Peter was 
the rock and the Ten Commandments were written on 
stone. The fact that the stone wall stands at the front of 
the church, between us and our friends in the Garden 
of St. Francis is also very poignant for me. The wall is 
like God –strong and firm and with us always, in life 
and in death. We just move from one side of the wall 
to the other. 
 
I realize so far, I have only told you about a building. 
And it’s the people who are the church. The church we 
stepped into over forty years ago was a warm and 
welcoming place. The people were excited about 
starting a new church. In a sense you could say we 
grew up with St. Andrew’s. Now we’ve hit our 
Medicare years and I’ve been asked to share some of 
my pearls of wisdom. Since I’ve always loved the 
Proverbs (they’re so full of common sense) I hope my 

thoughts will be too. 
 
I think St. Andrew’s means so much to us 
because over the years we’ve put our time, 
our talents and our treasure into it. The more 
often you go to church, the more you become 
involved, the more small groups you join the 
deeper your roots will grow. It’s easy to 
celebrate the happy times of life with your 
church family but, when tragedy hits, you 
see the strength of a church. They rally round 
to support the wounded and they throw a net 
of love over the sick and the grieving. In a 

sense you could say ---we listen to each other through 
the hard parts of life. The choir has been a great place 
to spend the past twenty years in this church. We’re a 
small family within the larger church family. If you 
think about it, we’re a musical prayer group. No 
matter how tired you may be on Thursday evening, 
when you leave choir practice you will feel lifted up. 
 
Over the years I have met some wonderful saints of 
God at St. Andrew’s. And they have taught me about 
loving, caring and sharing. If someone asked me today 
what I’d done in my life that I thought was important, 
I would say, “I was a part of St. Andrew’s Church!” 
We worked hard to keep the Christ light burning and 
to be God’s hands in the world. 
 
As you can tell by now my heart is a part of St. 
Andrew’s and it’s much easier to put your treasure

LENT 
What does the word Lent mean? 

·  Lent comes from the word lentus that 
means ”springtime”.   

·  The Anglo-Saxon word lencton means the 
time of the year when the days grow long.  

·  The church season of Lent is the 40 
weekdays from Ash Wednesday to Easter. 

·   Children will be learning about the season 
of Lent in Sunday School and church 
service.  

 
Scriptures, Children and Us! 
At a recent Sunday School Program held on 
March 5, the children in Grades 1-5 learned all 
about the meaning of the word Scripture!   The 
program included a special visit with Rev. Peggy 
who talked about the meaning of Scriptures, an 
interesting “hands on” experience of learning The 
Lord’s Prayer in sign language with Jeanne 
Mirabella, and participating in an interactive 
scriptures lesson with Joyce Kern. Children were 
invited to come up and take out and read a 
colorful Scripture sign from three large “Church 
Book” visual aids of the Bible, Prayer Book and 
Hymnal. By this activity the children learned 
about the scripture they chose and what they will 
be studying in our Sunday School such as The 
Lord’s Prayer, Golden Rule, 10 Commandments, 
Bible Verses, Creeds, Books of the Bible, Church 
Seasons, Sacraments, Church History and more! It 
is important for children to know about these 
scriptures in life, what it means to be a Christian, 
and learn God’s word from the Bible. 
 
SCRIPTURES 
What are the Scriptures? What do they tell us? 
The word scripture is described in Webster’s New 
Collegiate Dictionary as:  “ act or product of 
writing”; 1 a (1) the books of the Old and New 
Testaments or either of them; (2) a passage of the 
Bible; b: the sacred writings of a religion   c: a 
body of writings   2: something written 
 
Some of the Supplementary Scripture Studies that 
children will learn at appropriate grade levels in 
Sunday School include: The Lords Prayer, Golden 
Rule, Ten Commandments, Creeds, Bible Verses, 
Church Seasons, Church Books and many more 
that the teachers will supplement in each of the 
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classes with the regular lectionary curriculum.

What are some of the Symbols and Traditions 
of Lent? 
Color - purple, for penitence and royalty 
Ashes - prepared from the previous year’s palms 
for Ash Wednesday to symbolize our mortality 
and sorrow for our sins.   
Vestments - more solemn; flowers may be 
omitted from the altar. 
Shrove Tuesday - the day before Lent begins on 
Ash Wednesday.  On this day it used to be the 
custom to use up all milk, eggs and fat in a 
household since these were not allowed in the 
strict fasting of Lent. 
Alleluias - Joyful canticles (liturgical songs) 
omitted from worship during Lent. 
Alleluia Banner - We make an Alleluia banner 
and bury “singing the Alleluias” on Shrove 
Tuesday, until Easter Sunday when we find the 
Alleluia Banner and can sing Alleluia! 
Cross-a symbol of Christ: his sacrifice, love, 
salvation, redemption, and victory.

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ANNUAL REPORT OF THE  
BUILDINGS & GROUNDS COMMITTEE 

This report was written by our former warden 
and current Building and Grounds chair for the 
Annual Meeting held on January 29, 2006. 
 
Given the age and expanse of our campus and its 
facilities, the Committee urges this congregation 
and Vestry to ensure that each year the 
Committee is adequately staffed and that there is 
budget to support the necessary activities of the 
unit. It is easy to forget that we run a school here 
and have an estimated weekly flow of over 1,000 
people through this place. 
   
Our year consisted of responding almost daily to 
various concerns ranging from leaking toilets, 
clogged drains, leaking roof, squirrels in the 
attic, to the BFNC “to-do” list. It is only with 
and through the cooperation and support of many 
other organizations in the parish that we seem to 
have muddled through. 
  
How soon we forget the amount of work it takes 
to install a new organ, or stop the leaks flooding 
the entire basement, or intelligently improve our 
plantings, building exteriors, driveway, and  
parking lots.  Well, we grossly overspent our 
budget last year.  But it was a modest amount to 
begin with.  Nothing was done that wasn’t 

necessary or in some cases, critical.  For example, 
we have corrected under the State’s watchful eye, 
11 or 12 heating/safety violations.  We did resolve 
a 1994 State requirement to document the safe 
removal of underground hazardous waste 
material.  We’ve improved the appearance of our 
interior space with some much-needed fresh paint, 
and with the help of the Brotherhood of St. 
Andrew, are managing to keep up with the 
ongoing repair of our pews. 
 
Endemic to buildings and grounds is an ever 
present “to do” list.  We are pleased to report that  
although there is still a list, it is different from last 
year’s.
